a. Is there a state statute that discriminates against out-of-staters with regard to privileges and immunities it offers its own citizens?

b. If so, is there sufficient justification for the discrimination?

c. Does the discrimination involve fundamental rights or important economic activities (right to earn a living)?

d. State must show

a. substantial reason for difference in treatment

b. discrimination against non-residents bears substantial relationship to state’s objective

e. Distinguish P&I from Dormant Commerce Clause

a. No consideration of impact on interstate commerce; just discrimination against out of staters

b. Aliens, corporations can sue under dormant commerce clause; not under P&I, which is limited to citizens

c. No exceptions; may apply if state satisfies market participant exception to dormant commerce clause
