Course Requirements & Overview 
All students must obtain an e-mail account; for those students who do not have internet access at home e-mail accounts are available in the computer lab. All students must send Prof. Olson an e-mail between now and Wednesday, June 10th; this e-mail should include the student’s e-mail address.

Students will be expected to pick three topics to research throughout the course of the semester; one topic should have something to do with the Internet and the Law. Students will be expected to e-mail Prof. Olson weekly progress reports including either attachments detailing their progress or links to web pages where the information about their topic can be found. Each student should use at least one week to research a newsgroup on each of the topics, and each student should use at least one week to research a mailing list on each of the topics. Students should pay attention to detail when preparing these reports because Prof. Olson will retain all reports in a folder. Prof. Olson will review these reports for quality and comprehensiveness when grades are compiled.

Students must visit one web page, newsgroup or other internet resource for each topic chosen each week. Students must prepare a brief précis (no more than a paragraph) describing each web page they visit. Students will submit these descriptions when they submit their journals at the end of the semester.  

Students will also be expected to submit a PowerPoint presentation. The presentation should consist of material gleaned from students’ searches on their topic dealing with the Internet and the Law. Thirty-five per cent of the grade for the course will be based on the PowerPoint presentation. Twenty per cent of the grade will be based on students’ journals, and thirty-five per cent will be based on the Web Site which students will create in teams. The final ten per cent will be based on scores students receive on the best two out of three quizzes which will test students’ comprehension of the reading.

Welcome and Introduction - - course overview, assignments and



grading. Hands-on disassembly and re-assembly of computers with an 



eye toward better understanding both how they work and how fragile 


(generally) they aren’t. Demonstration of Windows, GUI’s, simple



computer applications in the class room.



Read Chapter 1 (pp. 1-85). Go over true/false and short answer 



questions about material in chapter 1; packet switching, client/server 



model. Using a web browser to view Internet tutorials and Internet 101 



course web pages. In-class research Internet Hunt. Prof. Olson will 



assign problems from end of chapter. 

June 10:
Read Chapter 2 (pp. 87-172); problems from end of chapter will be 



assigned on June 4th. Go over answers to questions and in-class 



demonstration & hands-on tutorial in learning PowerPoint.
 
June 17:
Read Chapter 4 (pp. 233-337); problems from end of chapter will be 



assigned on June 10th. Go over answers to questions and Quiz 1.

June 24:
Read Chapter 5 (pp. 339-400); problems from end of chapter will be 


assigned on June 17th - - students will share their answers with the rest of 



class. Students will receive hand-out and basic instruction in HTML and 



introductory tutorial on web page construction. Optional: Students may 



consider reading Chapters 9 & 10 for helpful background information 


on Web Page construction. 

July 15:

Read Chapter 6 (pp. 401-485); problems from end of chapter 


will be assigned on June 24th - - students will share their answers with the 



rest of class. Further instruction in the use of web construction tools and 


more advanced HTML Web Page elements. Quiz 2.
July 22:

Read Chapter 7 (pp. 487-532); problems from end of chapter will be 


assigned on July 8th. Class time will be devoted to answering questions, 


addressing concerns and tweaking finer points of PowerPoint and web 



pages.

July 29:

Read Chapter 8 (pp. 533-576) & Appendix D (pp. 851-861); Questions 


from end of chapter 8 will be assigned on July 15th. Teams will be able 


to spend at least half of class time developing their sites. This will be a 
   

good day to assign roles to students in groups: one person should take 
 

charge of the design of the site (artistic type), one person should take 


charge of writing the copy (the literary type), one person should take 
  

charge of organizing the site (the business-oriented type). Quiz 3. 

August 5:
PowerPoint Presentations, Web Pages, and Journals due.



Each student should prepare PowerPoint presentations containing at 


least 15 slides; each student will have between 20 and 25 minutes to give 


presentations. Because presentations work best when the presenter, not 


the program, provides the message, students will be expected to actively 


engage their listeners. Students reading from slides typically do not 


receive good grades for presentation; engaging listeners requires paying 


attention to guidelines for public speaking – maintaining eye contact, 


aiming for a conversational tone, and establishing a rapport with your 


listeners.
