UBE Summer Camp (one credit and students may take it if they prefer for 2 or 3 credits).  Runs through both summer sessions, Monday & Wednesday, 6:00 p.m.-9:00 p.m.  Students can take the course for credit or no credit, for a letter grade, or pass/fail.

This summer course reviews the seven major subjects tested on the Uniform Bar Examination through multiple choice and essay questions.  It reviews the essential law on Civil Procedure, Constitutional Law, Contracts, Criminal Law and Procedure, Evidence, Property, and Torts.  The course is taught by faculty members who are experts in the area of law being studied and will explore multiple choice questions and essay questions in the field under consideration.

Each subject is taught in one-week segments with multiple choice questions and an essay question being tested on Wednesday evenings and immediately reviewed each week.  Wednesdays are exam/review days; if you receive additional time, you must be able to begin those exams by 4:45 or 5:20 depending on your circumstances.
